The Joint Secretariat of the EcoPartnerships, co-chaired by the Department of State of the United States and the National Development and Reform Commission of the People’s Republic of China and hosted under the Ten-Year Framework for Cooperation on Energy and Environment, invites new applications for establishing EcoPartnerships between subnational entities in the United States and China.

Applicants should be highly motivated, technically and administratively capable of executing actionable and viable projects, relevant to the Framework for the Ten Year Cooperation on Energy and Environment (TYF) or U.S.-China Climate Change Working Group (CCWG) between the Government of the United States of America and the Government of the People’s Republic of China, through technical cooperation, demonstration, and information exchanges.  New EcoPartnerships must sufficiently respond to the following process demonstrating both programmatic competence and budgetary capacity to successfully implement the intended activities.
Instructions:
Clearly address each section of the application. The Advisory Committee that selects new EcoPartnerships uses this information as the basis for its decision. The evaluation criteria are listed on the program website. The solicitation is highly competitive every year, yielding a wide variety of proposals from well-qualified organizations. Therefore, applicants that offer vague responses will be at a disadvantage relative to peers that deliver a thorough, compelling, and viable application.  
This application should be made in good faith, with the intent to follow-through on the stated activities to the extent practicable.  If a proposed EcoPartnership is selected to join the program, the participating organizations will sign a Statement of Intent during a prestigious signing ceremony. It is not a contract, nor is it legally binding, but serves as a public opportunity to signal the intent of all participants to voluntarily work together on the pilot project. This collaboration may be terminated at any time based on the needs of either party in the EcoPartnership, with care taken to provide advanced, written notice as early as possible. The EcoPartnership may also be dismissed from the program if no substantive progress is achieved or if there is a significant deviation from the pilot project proposed in the application.
The total content in the application may not exceed 4 pages (not including the appendix) using Arial 10 point font with 1” margins. All sections must be completed. Table spacing may be adjusted to accommodate your answers.  These instructions, and the questions and examples that follow, may be deleted to allow full use of the space. Submit a completed Application in English and another in Chinese to ecopartnerships@lbl.gov and ecopartner@163.com by the deadline noted on the program website.
